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Installation Instructions

2.1 Discharge Cone Installation

Step 1
Remove packaging from cone sections and guard. The Fan must be installed in the wall before
Step 2 proceeding with discharge cone installation.

Place all (4) cone sections on a flat surface. See Figure 1.

Place (1) support bracket at each joint.

Join cone sections with Bolts [B] and Nuts [C]. Bolts should be o
installed from the inside with nuts on outside of cone. The bolts

in the two holes nearest the small end of each section hold

a support bracket. See Figure 2A. DO NOT tighten. Nuts
should be started only one turn onto bolts at this time. DO / Support Brackef
NOT place bolts in the 4th holes at this time. See Figure 2B.

Install cone on fan. Two people are usually required to do this. Cone should slide over fan outlet approximately
112", After cone is on fan, secure it with (2) TEK Screws [D] through each support bracket. See Figure 3.

Insert Guard into cone with the Guard eyelets facing you. Make sure each eyelet lines up with a hole in the
cone sections. Secure eyelets to cone using (12) Bolts [A], Spacers [E] and Nuts [C]. See Figure 4.

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Winterizing

3.1 Winterizing

In most climates, it is probable that the ventilation system will never need to operate at a total capacity during
the colder winter months. Consequently, it is advisable to “winterize” those fans which will not be used in cold
weather to avoid unnecessary heat loss and condensation.

To winterize, turn fan control “off”. Install the insulated closure panel over the fan intake. If you don’t have an

insulated closure panel, a piece of rigid insulation material can be used. Remember the insulation panel must
be removed before warmer weather returns.

(NOTE: At least one single speed fan should be left uncovered and with power available to provide air )

movement in the event of variable speed control difficulties.

3.2 Winter Weather Protection

To prevent cone or fan damage from snow or ice sliding off building roof, weather protection must be

provided. A weather shelter may be constructed to cover the entire fan, See Figure 5, or snow guards may be
placed on the roof, See Figure 6.
