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Installation Instructions

2.1 Install

Step 1
Stub pit pipe through pit wall approximately 6", then install 'Y' fitting, a 45° elbow and a cap as shown in
Figure 1. A short piece must be installed between 'Y' fitting and 45° elbow.

Step 2
Install 10" fan into 45° elbow. Fan must be level and have 12" clearance below fan to ground level..
See Figure 1.
If installing lengths of pipe in pit for ventilation proceed to Step 3.

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Electrical Wiring

All wiring should be installed in accordance with National, State, and Local electrical codes. Fans used to ventilate
livestock buildings or other rooms where continuous air movement is essential should be connected to individual
electrical circuits, with a minimum of two circuits per room. For electrical connection requirements, refer to diagram
on motor nameplate and to information enclosed with the Munters environmental control to be used.  After wiring
check for proper motor rotation.

Single Phase Fans: motor overload protection should be provided for each fan. A Circuit Breaker Switch or slow
blow motor type fuses must be used, See Figure 2. See form QM 1400 for proper size.

NOTE: A safety cutoff switch should be located adjacent to each fan.

5.1 Maintenance

1) INSPECT PROPELLER: Check that propeller is secure on motor shaft and that
there are no signs of damage. The blades are of a self-cleaning design and should

not require maintenance.

2) CLEAN regularly for best results:

*  FAN MOTOR: Remove any dust accumulation from motor using a brush or KA WARNING )
cloth. (DO NOT use a pressure washer). A clean motor will run cooler and last v'
longer.

*  GUARD: Clean any dust or feathers from fan guards using a brush. Dirty v | ‘
guards can reduce airflow.
